the new High School building for Molalla was let 

Saturday to Ben Hofstetter, of Silverton.  His bid 

was $9175.  The bids ranged as high as 

$11,942.50.  This building will be a one-story 

structure with modern equipment.  Work is ex-

pected to commence at once. 

This building on East Main Street served 

both Molalla Grade & High School until the 

new red brick high school building on 

South Molalla Ave was completed in 1926.

First Commencement 

As early at 1906, ninth grade students, eager 

for a more advanced education, started at-

tending Molalla in the grade school.  Gradual-

ly other classes were added. 

The commencement exercise for the first high 

school class to be graduated from Molalla 

High School was held in the band auditorium 

Friday night.  Professor DeCou of the University 

of Oregon, made the principal address on 

“Choosing a Life’s Calling.”  Principal Rose also 

spoke.  The following pupils received diplo-

mas:  Gleam Dunton, Silma Friedrich, Bennie 

Hammer, Agnes Clifford, Maude Steninger, 

Bessie Davidson, Nina Dunton, Ethel Wells, Ruth 

Boyles, Golda Harless, Merle Wright, Ray Faust, 

and Ross Sawtell.
